MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

The fan requires little maintenance. Do not fry to fix it by yourself, Refer it to qu-
alified service personnel if service is required.

1. Before cleaning and assembiing, do not piug the pins into the socket.

2. To ensure adequate air circulation to the motor, Keep vents at the rear of the
motor housing room dust, fluff and etc, A vacuum cleaner can not be used to
clean these vents before unplug. Do not disassemble the fan fo remove fiuff.

3. Please wipe the exterior ports with a soft cloth soaking a mild detergent. Do not
use any obrasive defergent or solvents fo avold scratching the surface.

4. Do not allow water or any other liquid in to the motor housing or inferior parts.

5. If the power cord Is damaged, itis strongly recommended to request a speci-
alist o handle.
